Privacy Statement
for the processing of personal data related to the Declaration of Interests and the Curriculum Vitae of the Agency Working Group Chairpersons, Vice-Chairpersons and Task Force Convenors
AB Decision n˚ 02/2015 of the Administrative Board of the Agency for the Cooperation of Energy Regulators of 31 January 2015 laying down a policy for the prevention and management of conflicts of interest also applies to Agency Working Group (AWG) Chairpersons and Vice-Chairpersons and Task Force Convenors of the Agency for the Cooperation of Energy Regulators. 
To ensure the independence of AWG Chairpersons and Vice-Chairpersons and Task Force Convenors, the Policy lays down that the (updated) Declarations of Interests and curriculum vitae are to be submitted annually by the AWG Chairpersons, Vice-Chairpersons and Task Force Convenors, and should contain any interest which may be considered prejudicial to his/her independence or any direct or indirect interest which might be considered prejudicial to his/her independence.
This privacy statement relates to the processing of the (updated) Declarations of Interests and CVs of AWG Chairpersons, Vice-Chairpersons or Task Force Convenors who are staff of National Regulatory Authorities. 

Below you will find more information about the processing and the Data Protection safeguards put in place by the Agency to make sure any processing of your personal data is in line with Regulation (EC) No 45/2001 on the protection of individuals with regard to the processing of personal data by the Community
 institutions and bodies and on the free movement of such data.

What personal information do we collect, for what purpose and through which technical means? 

2.1
Identification Data 

The following personal data are collected and processed:

For the Declaration of Interests:

· Name and Surname;
· Position/involvement in the Board or Agency;
· Any interest that the data subject considers prejudicial to his/her independence in the performance of his/her duties as AWG Chairpersons, Vice-Chairpersons or Task Force Convenor , such as:

· Private interests, including interests held by their close family members (spouse, partner and/or dependent children) such as:

· Employment held or any other professional relationship entered into in the recent past (it is suggested that this covers current interests as well as those held over at least the last five years), including consultancy, legal representation or advice with natural or legal entities or organizations with an interest in the field of activity of the Agency;

· Membership of managing bodies, advisory body or equivalent structure in entities or organisations active in a field of activity of the Agency or having voting rights in such organisations;

· Membership or affiliations creating a potential conflict of interests;

· Research funding in the forms of grants, rents, sponsorships, fellowships, non-monetary support received from entities or organisations active in a field of activity of the Agency;

· Investments in a commercial entity with an interests in the field of activity of the Agency, including holding of stocks and shares, stock options, equity, bonds, partnership interest in the capital of such undertaking, one of its subsidiaries or a company in the capital of which it has a holding and which amounts to more than 10,000 EUR per commercial entity or entitling to a voting right of 5% or more in such commercial entity. 

· Any other interest that the data subject considers prejudicial to his/her independence in the performance of his/her duties as AWG Chairperson, Vice-Chairperson or Task Force Convenor.

For the Curriculum Vitae, the following personal data are collected:

· name and surname;
· position/involvement in the Board or Agency;
· professional experience;
· education;
· trainings and seminars;
· publications.
2.2
Purposes

The purpose of the processing of personal data performed is done solely for the purpose of detecting potential or actual conflicts of interests, increasing transparency of decision-making process, and further ensuring that the public may be enabled to detect potential conflicts between the private interests held by AWG Chairpersons, Vice-Chairpersons and Task Force Convenors and their respective roles in relation to the Agency.
3.
Who has access to your information and to whom is it disclosed?

The data is disclosed to the following recipients or categories of recipients: 

i) For the current year: 

(a) Staff of the Agency working in Secretariat of the Board of Regulators;

(b) The BoR review panel

(c) Director of the Agency;

(d) the general public;
ii) For the precedent years up to 5 years after the discharge for the budgetary year to which the declaration relates:

(a) Staff of the Agency working in Secretariat of the Board;

(b) Director of the Agency;

(c) Other entities entitled to access the data pursuant to Regulation (EC) No. 1049/2001.
Furthermore, declarations and CVs may be transferred to bodies in charge of a monitoring or inspection task in conformity with Union law, including the European Court of Auditors, the Internal Audit Service, the Internal Audit Capability, OLAF, the European Ombudsman and the European Data Protection Supervisor.

How do we protect and safeguard your information? 

The collected personal data and all information related to the above mentioned processing activity are physically stored and locked in a Register at the Secretariat of the BoR, and electronically on the servers of the Agency and on its website, the operations of which abide by the Agency's security provisions established for this kind of servers and services. 

Prior to publication of the declarations of interest and curriculum vitae, the Agency will verify that the documents concerned do not contain unsolicited data, not necessary for the purpose of processing, and will erase upon request the signature of the members on the version to be published on the website for security purposes.
5.
How can you verify, modify or delete your information? 

In case you want to verify which personal data is stored on your behalf by the responsible controller, have it modified respectively corrected or deleted, please contact the Controller by using the Contact Information below and by explicitly specifying your request. 

Special attention is drawn to the consequences of a request for deletion, in which case any trace to be able to contact you will be lost.

6.
How long do we keep your data? 

The declarations of interest and the CVs submitted by AWG Chairpersons, Vice-Chairpersons and Task Force Convenors are entered into an electronic and physical register kept by the Secretariat of the Board of Regulators. 

As annual renewal of these declarations is required, the declarations and curriculum vitae related to the previous years are removed from the Agency’s website, but stored and archived by the secretariats for auditing purposes for a maximum period of 5 years after the discharge for the budgetary year to which the declaration relates, after which they are destroyed, unless investigations are pending.
